While
he's taking care of his little sister for his mom, she’s being selfish, so he scolds her, but that makes her cry, and
then his mom gets mad at him. And when he protests his classmates leaving him out, a fight starts, and their
teacher gets mad at him. Deep down, the boy desperately wants someone to tell him he’'s doing a good job.

One day at school, the kids are tasked with writing their Tanabata wishes (Tanabata is a festival derived from
East Asian traditions, where people write their wishes on small cards and hang them on a bamboo tree,
believing that their wishes will come true). The other kids write things like, “| want to be a pro soccer player” or
“| want to get better at piano,” but this boy writes “Please let no one get mad at me.” Reading the clumsy
letters written by such a young child, the adults around him finally realized how he feels. This bestselling
picture book, with 370,000 copies sold, is a great way for parents and children to think together about praising

versus scolding.

He has received
many honors in Japan and overseas, including the IBBY Honour List and
the Bologna Ragazzi Award. His art has been exhibited in more than ten
Biennial of lllustrations Bratislava (BIB) as the artist representing Japan.
In 2005, Ryoji Arai became the first Japanese author to be awarded the
Astrid Lindgren Memorial Award.
